This letter 1s written to present annual adjustment recommendations for maintaining the current
competitiveness level of your pay structure and pay schedule Our recommendation 1s based on an
analysis of changes in the Consumer Price Index (CPI), the Employment Cost Index (ECI) and wage and
salary survey data

As you know, the CPI is a percentage measure of the change in the prices of consumer goods
and services related to the cost of day-to-day living.

The Best Friend Express transit system was established in 1990 and has consistently
provided services 1o the residents of North Augusta. In the early years, ridership was low
and service was not as strong as it could have been. In 2006, Lower Savannah COG was
asked to assume the management responsibilities for the system. Since that time, new
and updated vehicles have been placed in service, routes have been reconfigured to allow
for shorter travel times to rider destinations, a new logo and marketing campaign took
place, rider fees were increased for the first time since 1990 with no complaints from the
riders, served was extended to the Augusta Georgia transfer station allowing riders to
access medical care at facilities not available in North Augusta, and surprisingly, a strong
contingent of Augusta Georgia residents began traveling into North Augusta for shopping
opportunities. Ridership is at an all-time high and ridership on just the North Augusta
route increased 4% in FY 2009.

The current economy is encouraging riders to seek ways to decrease their transportation
costs for work and medical care and they are looking toward the Best Friend Express as
their solution to transit needs. The riders see the system as modern, comfortable, and
most of all reliable. Improved routing has helped to bring new riders to the system and
has allowed them to reach destinations that were previously not accessible. The system is
strong and has many opportunities for growth in the future.

The relationship with the Augusta Transit System is very strong and the staff in Augusta
has worked very hard with the staff of Best Friend Express to assure that rider needs are
met. The Dial A Ride component of the system has continued to grow. This allows
disabled riders who have been certified by medical professionals as unable to access the
fixed route bus, to travel to destinations for medical care and in some cases to shop for
daily needs.

Lower Savannah COG has received funding to place new technology on the vehicles
which will allow us to better track services and record ridership. In the past this has been
done by the drivers by hand. The new technology will allow drivers to focus more on
rider needs and less on recordkeeping, eventually reducing some service costs. This
funding was appropriated for the Augusta/Aiken transit arca. However, Augusta Public
Transit has declined to apply for dollars, leaving the entire allocation avaijlable to the
Aiken urbanized erea provided we are able to match the federal funds.

Aiken County and the City of Aiken financially support the activities of the Best Friend
Bxpress. In the past the City of North Augusta has provided $5,000 {or system
operations. In this time of increasing costs, as well as new funding opportunities, it i3
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hoped that the City of North Augusta will be able to allocate $10,000 to the system
operation. This will help to offset the costs of providing services to riders of North
Augusta and allow for new funding opportunities to come into the area.

We appreciate the cooperation North Augusta officials have shown as Lower Savannah
COG has steadily worked to improve this transit system in the areas of efficiency and
effectiveness. Lower Savannah COG is now focusing on further enhancing routes,
educating the public on the benefits of using the Best Friend Express, reducing costs, and
continuing to increase and build a loyal ridership base.

We sincerely hope that the City of North Augusta will give strong consideration to
increasing its contribution to the Best Friend Express from $5,000 to $10,000 for the new
budget period. We are convinced that the system is now meeting the needs of North
Augusta residents better than ever. All of the requested funds will be used to pay for
service delivery and, equally importantly, to match federal funds that are allocated
through Augusta for the South Carolina side of the river. None of the requested funds are
used by Lower Savannah Council of Governments for administration. We are enclosing
for your information a copy of the ridership statistics for the period July 1, 2008 — June

30, 2009.

Our staff is available to discuss this project with you in greater detail or to answer any
questions you may have. We are pleased to participate in this partnership between North
Augusta and the Best Friend Express. Your endorsement of this system through financial
contribution is vitally important to its continued success.

The North Augusta Cultural Arts Council is asking the City to continue to include $11,000 in its
2010 budget to support the Cultural Arts Council’s programs in the community. Enclosed is our
projected budget for 2010.

Tn 2009 we are very pleased to have completed and dedicated the Verandah at Maude Edenfield
Park after several years of find raising and construction. The concerts this summer have shown
the value of the pavilion with improved sound and attendee’s enthusiasm. We feel the City will
also benefit from the presence and use of the facility.

This year our Music in the Park Series of ten concerts was well received and most successful.
Our attendance continues to grow and our age range of attendees has grown. These concerts
continue to be underwritten by two sponsors, University Health Care System and Georgialina
Physical Therapy.

In March the North Augusta I[dol Contest finals played to a packed house at the High School
Auditorium. We also held a competitive student art show in conjunction with the Idol finals with
250-300 entries, encompassing all schools in Area II. One of our Music in the Park concerts
featured the winners of the various divisions of the Idol contest. This year the proceeds from the
Idol plus a corporate donation have allowed us to award two fine arts scholarships totaling
$1,500 to Morth Augusta High School seniors.

The Asts Council was to partner with the City again for the Yellow Jessamine Festival in April
for the Art Show and the musicians, but nature had its own Plans. We did, however, sell some
art. We look forward to continuing to work with the City on this event.

This fall we will support two artisans at the Living History Encampment in October, support the
Quilt Show at the Activities Center in October, and present the annual Veteran's Day Concert an
November 10™ with Savannah River Winds.
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We are continuing to support art and music programs in Area Il schools through small grants to
teachers. Last year these programs benefited over 2200 students, expanding their awareness of
various aspects of the arts. B

We hope that the City Council will approve our budget request. The funds we receive from the
City are a crucial part of the support we need for programs such as the student Art Show, school
grant programs and the musical concerts as these are needed programs but programs which are
not self supporting. We appreciate your support in the past, and the opportunities we have had
to work with the City during the past thirteen years. If you or City Council members have any
questions, we will be happy to meet with you at any time during the budgeting process. Thank

Public Education Partners, working with the school district and Area 2 administration,
is in the process of providing start-up support to both Paul Knox and Aiken Middle
Schools to implement stringed orchestras this fall. This is a long-term project that will
grow as the first students move from 6" grade to 7", 8" and then to high school. Due
to the size of this project, we respectfully request an allocation of $5,000 from the City.

The cost of the first (and most expensive) year of the project is $13,200. Funds will be
used for instruments and equipment. The school district is providing a certified music
teacher and special training to help them become expert in strings teaching. PEP is
actively seeking grant funding and donations to get the program started.

In subsequent years, student instrument rental fees will help defray on-going costs,
while additional PEP dollars will provide expanded instrument inventories, particularly
for the larger basses and cellos. We have already had a conversation with the North
Augusta Arts Council to engage their support of the young musicians that will be
developed through the program.

For 2010, we ask the Cily to consider an allocation to Public Education Partners
commensutate with the value your citizens will receive from this project as students
begin to perform at public events. Thanks fo the leadership of the Area 2 schools, this
will be the first attempt to start all middle scheols that feed info a high school —a
tremendous undertaking, but one we believe will greatly enrich the community.
